Use your ears; if you don't sound good, fix it. Learn something new every day. Don't quit.

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‘#3 Five-Note Scale‘ Try it articulated and slurred.
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#4 Flexibility| Use lots of air, don't close your teeth, move your embouchure as little as possible. The more you relax, the easier it will be.
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#5 Slurs|  Connect the notes (make them touch) and do not articulate them with your tongue.
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#6 Counting Etude| Count 1 - 2 - 3 - 4 in your mind while you play.
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
